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Genecom was formed by the Moredun Research Institute, Institute for Animal Health and the Roslin Institute in 2004 to increase their capacity to exploit their science and technology potential. The original partners were joined in 2008 by the Scottish Crop Research Institute. Genecom has focussed on trying to stimulate innovation in the life sciences at the proof of concept stage through our Concept Definition Fund and latterly the Orphans Project Fund which is aimed at entrepreneurs and SMEs that want to work with our members and use the facilities and expertise of their science parks and laboratories. Genecom has been associated with or supported the spin-out and development of a number of new companies in Scotland including Roslin Cells Ltd, WellCow Ltd  (Roslin), EnPrint Ltd (SCRI), Inocul8, Histocognosis, The Creative Science Company and Big DNA Ltd (Moredun). We are interested in creating strong synergies with partners interested in developing new diagnostics and vaccines and in developing our enterprise training programme for young scientists and entrepreneurs which we have delivered across Scotland in Aberdeen, Dundee, Edinburgh, Glasgow, Heriot Watt and St. Andrews, at Moredun, Roslin and SCRI and in England at IAH, Leeds, Newcastle and Sheffield.

Patrick was originally a scientist with an interest in the role of vitamin K in the newborn and vitamin E as a membrane stabilising agent and of course, an anti-oxidant but chose to join the NHS rather than pursue an academic career. At the Medical Toxicology Unit at Guy’s and St. Thomas’ Hospital and then the Haemophilia Centre at St. Thomas’ Hospital, London, Patrick developed his interest in chromatography, and a number of novel assays for the measurement of cardioactive and anti-psychotic therapeutic drugs, before moving to Scotland in 1997 when he joined Edinburgh Research and Innovation at the University of Edinburgh before joining Genecom which, over the years, he has grown to a team of eight. Patrick was elected as a Member of the Institute of Knowledge Transfer in 2008 and is a member of Unico and AURIL.
